GLANTON PARISH COUNCIL met on 30 July 2018 at 7.00pm in The Memorial Hall, Glanton.

1: Introduction

1.1 Welcome, apologies for absence and declarations of interest/grant of any dispensations and possible co-option
Councillor Iain Hedley had presented his apologies. 
1.2 Public Questions

There were no members of the public present.
1.3 Minutes of the previous meetings
1.3.1 The minutes of the Annual Parish Council Meeting held on 21 May 2018 were agreed as a true record and signed by the Chairman.
1.3.2 The draft minutes of the Annual Parish Meeting held on 21 May 2018 were noted

1.4 An update on matters arising from the minutes of 21 May 2018
1.4.1 The request for a green salt bin on West Turnpike – the substance of a response from the County Council’s Interim Executive Director (Place) had been circulated. [A copy is attached to the signed minutes] This was noted with disappointment and after discussion, including a warning that a replacement bin would probably be bright yellow, it was agreed that the defective lid should be reported. Action SER 
1.4.2 Drains on the Powburn Road - – the substance of a response from the Interim Executive Director (Place), stating that discussions were underway with BT, had been circulated. [A copy is attached to the signed minutes]

1.4.3 Footpath to Whittingham – The Chairman had received a letter from the landowner that morning which he summarised for the Council. In essence the landowner complained about the tone of correspondence from the Council but sought to assure the Council that the remainder of the works were in hand. The Council agreed that the Chairman should respond on the following lines
· The Council is happy with the works already done

· To seek a reassurance that a 1.5 m width would be provided over the remainder of the route

· Not to make a cross-compliance report to the Rural Payment Agency at the present time

The Council agreed to request the County Council NOT to process the diversion until all the works have been satisfactorily completed and to review the matter at the September 2018 meeting. Action JR 
1.4.4 The Village clean-up will be over the forthcoming weekend as the sweeper has been booked for 7 August 2018.

1.4.5 The Council was pleased to hear that Mike Paice has volunteered to look after the two planters on West Turnpike. Councillors were delighted that he had stepped forward and were complimentary on his efforts to date.

1.4.6 The Causeway Street Sign (raised at the Annual Parish Meeting) – The Chairman has arranged for the County Council to replace this, although it is likely to be in a modern format.

2: Items for discussion and potential decisions

2.1 Reports from the County Councillor and the Police
No reports had been received by the time of the meeting.
2.2 Planning

2.2.1 There were no current applications to consider

2.2.2 The draft Northumberland Local Plan – The Chairman had prepared a briefing note which had been circulated. [A copy is attached to the signed minutes]

There was some discussion about the draft policy seeking to prohibit second homes in a settlement where over 20% of the existing stock was not a primary residence. Informal research indicated that Glanton was approaching that threshold, if not already exceeding it. In the event Councillors decided to make no formal comments on the draft Local Plan to the County Council

2.2.3 The Former St Peter’s Church - – the substance of an email from the owner had been circulated. [A copy is attached to the signed minutes]

2.3 A Fingerpost Sign

There was no further information to report

2.4 Commemoration of the end of the First World War 

Councillors were aware that plans were in hand for the Commemoration event within the Memorial Hall.
2.5 Safety Warning Signs on the Powburn Road
2.5.1 The Council was advised that Mrs Child had requested that the County Council erect horse warning signs and road marking. The County Council was prepared to do this but only if a significant part of the costs were met by Mrs Child.

2.5.2 After discussion the Council agreed that it would make a nett contribution of £200 towards the cost, the exact amount to depend on whether the Council can recover the VAT. The Chairman will contact Mrs Child. Action JR

2.5.3 The discussion then broadened into the use of the Powburn Road as one of the approved timber extraction routes. The clerk will see if the criteria used for deciding the routes is in the public domain and report to a future meeting. Action SER 
2.5.4 The clerk also advised Councillors of his understanding that if the police received evidence of a speeding HGV then they could examine tachograph and GPS records.
3: Items for Information

3.1 Forthcoming Village activities

Councillor Easton had no news of any special events in the near future other than the Commemoration event mentioned above and the Village Show on Saturday 11 August.

3.3.1 The clerk is circulating anything of apparent importance; a stance appreciated by Councillors and tabled some advertising material.
3.3.2 The Council was advised of the usual annual request for projects for possible inclusion in the Local Transport Policy Programme 2019/2020. After discussion it was agreed that the extension of the speed limit on West Turnpike remains the Council’s priority bid. Action SER
